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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to discuss the advantages and disadvantages of using a weekly testing format and to discuss student feedback from sophomore, junior, and senior level engineering courses taught by several different professors.  Emphasis is placed on particular individual course formats and the impact that each format has on other courses taught during the same semester.   The findings presented in this paper are very relevant to nontraditional college students such as military cadets and evening students since both groups have extensive responsibilities outside of the classroom.  For one of the classes, a comparison is made of student performance using a weekly testing format versus a four-test-per-semester format.  Although limited, the results of the study reveal that an increased testing frequency may slightly improve the overall student averages for a given class.  On the other hand, it appears that the impact of increased testing frequency on overall retention (i.e., final exam score) is negligible.

Introduction

During the Fall Semester of 1996, the Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering at The Citadel made a change in the programming language used for its computer applications class from C++ to MathCAD.  Assessment of prior course offerings indicated that frequent feedback on student performance was key to promoting student learning and enthusiasm.  Therefore, another change made that year was to give weekly tests instead of two to three tests a semester as had been done in the past.  The weekly testing format was well received by students, appeared to have a positive impact on student learning, and has been used in every offering of the course since that time.

Based on the experience in the computer applications course, one of the professors decided to use a weekly testing format in junior and senior Civil Engineering courses.  Student feedback on both course evaluation forms and informal student conversations with professors in other classes was positive enough to warrant expansion of a weekly testing format to most other classes taught by this professor.  Since that time, additional professors have implemented some version of a weekly testing format into at least one of their courses.

Previous Research on Testing Frequency

The literature is replete with information regarding the effectiveness of using various testing frequencies.  Well-recognized texts dealing with teaching techniques such as Lowman (1995) typically point out the most obvious advantages and disadvantages of different testing frequencies.  A very low-test frequency consisting of only a final exam (i.e., one test format) attempts to assess the student’s knowledge gained for an entire semester based on a one-time event.  A one-test format does not allow for proper assessment of a student’s progress and makes grading and testing synonymous.  This format can lead to severe anxiety for some students and sometimes results in a student’s failure to perform at his or her highest level.  Although this format may be similar to standardized testing (e.g., SAT, ACT, or GRE), students do not have the same option to retake the class tests to increase their score.  The possibility to improve scores would reduce student anxiety a great deal, but test retaking is not very practical option for many college courses.  On the contrary, having a very high test frequency (i.e., more than five tests per semester) does not utilize class time, requires more grading for the professor, and does not put a proper emphasis on the importance of test preparation.  Having too many tests allows the students to view tests as no more important than homework assignments that they sometimes choose not even to complete.  Wankat and Oreovicz (1993) states that frequent tests or quizzes allow the professor to drop each student’s lowest grade and ensure that the student is actively involved in learning all semester in lieu of “cramming” in preparation for an exam.

On the surface, the pros and cons stated above may suggest that a happy medium or average test frequency would range somewhere between one and five exams per semester.  However, most significant research on testing frequency shows that higher frequency testing consisting of tests and/or quizzes yields better student performance.  McKeachie (2002) suggests that test frequencies should decrease with increased student maturity.  In other words, freshman courses should utilize high frequency testing and senior courses should only have one or two exams at most.  McKeachie’s approach is intended to wean students off studying for tests in the hopes of cultivating lifetime learners.  Wankat and Oreovicz (1999) favors a similar approach.  An even higher testing frequency is proposed by Mehta (1995) in order to improve class participation and retention.  The author suggests asking questions every 10 to 20 minutes during a lecture to monitor student progress.  Similarly, Mehta and Schlecht (1998) proposes a computerized assessment methodology that allows professors and individual students to monitor class progress via the web.  According to Rudman (1989), students believe high frequency testing is synonymous with increased content retention, reduced test anxiety, and improved self-monitoring.  Tuckman (1998) uses a class study to conclude that a high test frequency format can be used to motivate procrastinators to study.  Using the results of a student completed procrastination survey, the students of a given class were split into groups and tested with a high test frequency.  The author concludes that unlike the other students in the class for whom no significant gains were recorded, the high procrastinators’ average test scores increased around 12%.  An excellent study comparing the effects of low and high frequency testing was made by Deck (1998).  In this document, the author uses a low and high frequency testing format for a Principles of Marketing Course.  109 students were split into two groups, attended identical lectures, and took either weekly or monthly exams that contained identical questions.  The research shows that the weekly group had higher average test scores during the semester with the exclusion of the final exam.  The difference between the two groups final exam scores and their overall study hours were not found to be significant.  In other words, the study suggests that the weekly test group performed at a higher level for typical exams, but the group’s preparation and overall retention for the entire semester were not increased.    

Applicability of Study to Various Student Types

The findings presented in this paper are very relevant to nontraditional college students such as military cadets and evening students since both groups have extensive responsibilities outside of the classroom.  Several of the conclusions reached in this paper are based on the results of a student survey on testing frequency, and it is important to note that the subject students are all nontraditional college students confined to the aforementioned description.  Traditional college students may or may not provide similar responses to the survey.  In other words, extrapolation of the findings presented in this paper for use at a traditional college should be performed with caution since better recommendations regarding test frequencies for traditional college students may possibly be found in the references cited above.  On the other hand, test frequency studies particularly aimed at engineering students are not readily found and the authors believe that the curriculum for traditional full-time engineering students also limits available study time suggesting that the findings of this study may be appropriate for these students also.  Future research at the Citadel in cooperation with other universities may or may not validate this point.

All civil engineering students at the Citadel in Charleston, SC are classified as either cadets or evening students.  Cadets at the Citadel are required to spend an enormous time outside of the classroom performing military exercises such as physical training, parade, and ROTC.  For a typical Monday schedule for a Citadel cadet, see www.citadel.edu/commandant/monday.html.  The cadets evening study period (ESP) is from 8:00 PM until 12:00 AM.  The intent of ESP is to keep students in their rooms so that studying is a viable option and military distractions are minimized.  However, it is well known that students elect to spend available study time preparing for military events such as parade, inspections, etc.

Students that make up the civil engineering evening program at the Citadel typically have full time jobs during the week and perform most of their course work on the weekends or late at night.  The time allocated for out of class activities is similar to the amount of time that cadets have available with the exception that the evening students take classes four nights per week.  Class content is identical for the two groups of students; however, evening students typically take one or two less classes each semester and either catch up in the summer or extend their program of study.

Methodology of Frequency Study

The findings presented in the following sections of this paper are based on the authors’ various experiences while at the Citadel and the results of an web-based survey prepared by the authors and completed by both cadets and evening students that are in the Civil and Environmental Engineering program at the Citadel.  The survey form can be found online at cee.citadel.edu/surveys/research/testing.htm.   Past experience with web-based surveys has shown that students are more willing to provide substantial comments with this format relative to traditional written formats.

In lieu of attaching a copy of the survey form, the form’s components are now presented with a description of reasons for particular content.  The reader is encouraged to view the web page for more information.  Since the survey participants are anonymous, the first section of the survey is titled “About you” and is used to classify surveys submitted by class year and program (i.e., cadets or evening students).  The second section titled “Your testing history” is used to determine what classes an individual student has taken and which of these classes were taught by the authors of this paper.  This information is used to determine the familiarity of the students with different testing formats.  The third section “Your testing preferences” contains two parts.  In Part One, the student ranks his or her preferred testing formats from a group of various formats that include the following: 1) Midterm and Final Exam; 2) Final Exam Only; 3) 3-5 Major Tests and Final Exam; 4) Weekly Tests and Final Exam; 5) Weekly Tests, Midterm, and Final Exam.   In Part Two, the student indicates how important each item on a list of items was when ranking the testing formats in Part One.  Specifically, the students answer either “very important,” “important,” “somewhat important,” or “not important at all” to the following items:

· Makes it easier to get good grades

· Grade is less dependent on a one-time event

· Helps make you study on a more regular basis

· Takes class time when professor could be teaching

· Makes it easier for students to learn

· Accurately assesses student’s knowledge of material

· A traditional approach should always be used

The next section “Specifically addressing weekly tests” compares weekly tests to periodic major tests by having students respond to the statements below:

· Weekly tests help me better understand course material.

· Weekly tests improve my grades.

· Weekly tests should help me do better on the final exam.

· Weekly tests motivate me to study more regularly.

· Weekly tests help me keep up with my work better.

· Weekly tests help me do better because of more frequent feedback.

· Weekly tests are easier to prepare for because they cover less material.

· Weekly tests are harder to prepare for because they come so often.

The student survey form responses to these statements are limited by a drop down menu to “strongly agree,” “agree,” “disagree,” or “strongly disagree.”  However, in order to not misinterpret the results of the study, the bottom of the survey form allows students to type in any additional comments that they would like to make regarding weekly tests or other testing formats. 

Results of Internet Survey

During the month of November 2002, sophomores, juniors, and seniors in the Civil and Environmental Engineering Program at the Citadel were asked, though not required, to complete the aforementioned survey.  Of the 61 total students that completed the survey, 51 students were enrolled as cadets and 10 students were enrolled as evening students.  To further breakdown the sample of students, 28 sophomores, 19 juniors, and 14 seniors completed the survey.  This information is presented in Table 1.

Figure 1 shows the order of preferred testing types for the students participating in the survey.  The number of students selecting each testing format is shown by order of preference.  Looking at the data bracketed by the 1st column, the students’ first choice of test format is weekly tests with a final exam.  This choice is followed by weekly tests with a midterm and a final, 3-5 major tests and a final, final exam only, and midterm and a final.  It is important to note that when testing formats including weekly testing are combined (the first two preferred formats), students overwhelmingly prefer these formats.  In fact, 67% of all the respondents preferred a weekly testing format as their first choice and 77% had a weekly testing format as their second choice.  The 3rd, 4th, and 5th columns support the preferred order listed above with the exception of the final exam only format.  Students overwhelmingly list this format as their least preferred (5th option), yet in the 1st column it is listed as the 4th most preferred format.  Nevertheless, the data is conclusive in that when given the choice, students in the Civil and Environmental Engineering program at the Citadel overwhelmingly prefer a weekly testing format of some kind.

The student responses to Part Two of Section Three of the survey reveal the impact of various items on the testing format rankings presented above.  Figure 2 graphically presents the student responses to the criteria.  It is clear from the figure that the students believe that the preferred testing format should make it easier for the student to get good grades, be less dependant on a one-time event, help the student to study the material on a more regular basis, make it easier for the students to learn, and accurately assess the student’s knowledge.  About half the respondents believe that it is very important or important that the professor could be teaching during the testing time and that too many tests may take up too much time.  Only 33% of the respondents believe that it is very important or important that a traditional testing format be used.

The student responses comparing weekly tests to periodic major tests are summarized graphically in Figure 3.  It is clear from the figure that the students believe that a weekly testing format helps them better understand the course material, improves their grades, should help them perform better on the final exam, motivates them to study more frequently, helps them keep up with their work better, helps them do better because of frequent feedback, and is easier to prepare for because they cover less material.  Also, the students believe that the frequency of the weekly testing does not make preparation difficult.

Sixty-nine percent of the survey participants provided significant additional insight into their preferred testing formats using the space at the bottom of the survey form.  These responses are valuable for understanding the student’s perspective on test formats and for identifying future paths for additional research.  The first significant point made by the students is that the survey assumes that the students are only taking one class.  Since professors typically prepare their class schedules without regard to the other professors’ courses, numerous students pointed out that weekly testing in all classes could do more harm than good since it would be difficult to prepare properly for all quizzes if they are given on the same day or two.  This is important since students may put off testing for one quiz due to a perceived need to perform better on another one.  Although most students prefer the weekly testing formats, many of these same students request that if a major shift is made to install weekly tests in all classes, that the professors work together to help so as not to give too many tests on the same days.  A few other students suggested that a practical solution would be to give biweekly tests to help avoid conflict with other courses.  Finally, the student responses reveal that an even higher percentage of students may prefer the weekly testing format than previously presented since a few students that ranked final exam only as their most preferred testing format indicated that they were choosing final exam only with the understanding that weekly quizzes would be given.  It was intended by the authors of the survey that “quiz” and “test” would be synonymous to the participant, which was obviously not always the case.  This point helps explain the previously presented apparent discrepancy of having a final exam only format as the 4th most preferred while also being the least preferred, and not the second least preferred.  

Performance Comparison for CIVL 408

CIVL 408 is an environmental engineering course at the Citadel.  From Fall 1998 until Fall 2001 the testing format has consisted of four major tests and a final exam.  However, the Fall 2002 class has used a 13 weekly tests format and a final exam.  Dr. Ken Brannan has taught this class for all five years and consistently used the same textbook for the class.  The class has always been taught in the same classroom with essentially the same technology.  There was only one minor change in course content over the five-year span.  Specifically, one subject, “storage tanks,” was dropped in 2002 and not replaced with a new topic.  However, this topic was covered the previous four years in one fifty-minute class.  The extra fifty minutes in 2002 was used either as additional quiz time or for finishing other topics.  An effort was made during 2002 to test using similar problems and concept questions as were typically used during the other years.  There was little difference in the total amount of material covered on the weekly tests compared to the material covered using periodic major tests.  The only major differences over the five-year span are that in 2002, there was less material on any given test and that more tests were given.  In 2002, students were given 20 to 30 minutes to complete a weekly test.  In the time remaining after a test, a short class was held so that the entire course material could be covered as in previous years.  To eliminate “bad days” and to reduce stress, only the top 10 of 13 test scores were used to determine the students average test score.  Since test scores were not dropped from 1998 through 2001, dropping the three lowest quizzes in 2002 does skew the mean scores somewhat for the students in 2002.  Including the raw data from all 13 quizzes in 2002 would not be reasonable since it is known by the class professor that some students purposely skip or do not prepare for quizzes once their acceptable average has been obtained, or at least become obtainable.  On the other hand, dropping the lowest test from the 1998 through 2001 is also unacceptable since the number of tests is greatly decreased during this period.  In actuality, for this period, dropping specific problems from specific tests may be a more reasonable approach, but the fact that the students were unaware of the dropping causes a similar concern.  For illustration, the authors of this paper have elected to present the direct results of the students’ scores as used for determining grades (i.e., only the 3 lowest quizzes from 2002 have been dropped). 

Figure 4 compares semester test averages and final exam averages for CIVL 408 from Fall 1998 until Fall 2002.  The highest semester test average (i.e., 81.3) for all the years considered occurred in 2002 and was based on a weekly test format.  As discussed above the average may be slightly skewed due to dropped quizzes in 2002.  All four other averages were based on four major tests.  Neglecting the obvious nominal 20% probability that the 2002 students would have the highest test average of the sample, this finding suggests that weekly tests might improve the semester performance of students in CIVL 408.  On the other hand, the final exam average for 2002 fell closer to the mean for the five years considered, suggesting that the overall retention of the students may not be impacted by the weekly testing format.  Although not presented here, the authors have performed a statistical analysis of the exam scores and have determined that standard deviations of test scores do not change significantly from year to year.

Overall test grading between weekly and periodic major tests may be comparable for the two test formats used in CIVL 408.  For a problems course such as this, four major tests with three problems each are identical to 12 weekly tests with one problem each.  On the other hand, weekly tests appear to greatly impact the professor’s grading schedule.  If only four major tests are used, the professor must allocate four times a semester to grade papers.  For weekly tests, the professor must allocate time each week for grading tests.

Comments, Conclusions, and Recommendations

This paper is the beginning of a much larger study to determine what impact weekly testing has on student performance.  The literature is filled with research supporting the effectiveness of increased testing frequency on improving students’ grades.  However, it is inconclusive in regards to overall knowledge retention by semester end (e.g., final exam scores) or in its ability to help generate a lifetime learner.  Also, very little research in this area deals specifically with engineering students and even less compares the performance of typical college students to the cadets and evening students that are the subject of this study.  Hence, the faculty of the Citadel’s Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering are continuing to pursue correlations between testing formats and student performance to include both grade improvement and knowledge retention.  

This paper shows clearly that not only do students believe that weekly testing can improve their overall performance, recent data from one of the courses suggests that such increased performance can occur in particular classes at the Citadel by installing a weekly testing format into those classes.  In accordance with previous research studies, it appears that a weekly testing format improves students overall grades with little to no impact on overall material retention (i.e., final exam scores).  However, future research on the impact of using weekly testing in classes simultaneously will reveal what returns can be expected when multiple classes elect to use this testing format.  In regards to fine-tuning the frequency of testing, the authors encourage the use of an increased testing frequency (e.g., weekly or biweekly) in engineering courses not only to improve student grades, but also to improve student moral as indicated by the survey results presented in this paper.
